 We recommend Slater’s wheels Ref.7122D, but other ones are available.

General Notes
 To save repeating instruction that applies to all sections. 

1/ Identify all parts
2/ Wash all resin parts in warn soapy water to remove the releasing agent.

3/ Clean flash and mould lines from the castings. Be careful not to remove too much of the castings. On newer Frame casting you may need to flatten the sides. Be careful not to remove the raised details 
Frame
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1/ Drill out holes for buffer and fit.
 For couplings you will need to mark the centre line
 and drill a slot for coupling to fit into. Fit Lamp Bracket 
 Brake Pipe and couplings as per photo.
2/ Bogie pivot:- Remove the moulded bogie pivot Down to the square base (this was for the original design bogie) On new mouldings this has been done for you.  On the square base mark and drill at the centre, all the way through the Frame. From top counter-sink the hole and fit bolt. Cover with filler and rub smooth.

Bogie Pivot Before and After
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3/  Measure in 72mm from buffer beam and down 6mm at
 end without container stand, and drill hole and fit hood
 wheel. (see photo) 
4/  End Handrails. On older mouldings, the outer 2 marks are in the wrong place. From the centre mark measure out 19mm and drill new hole, in-line with old marks. You might wish to replace the casting with stronger wire(not supplied). Fit Handrail with triangle bits inwards.
Hood
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5/  Drill and fit small piece of wire into the hole on both 
sides at the platform end to form the hood catch points.
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6/ Fit Hood to Frame then fit Hood catches, with hooks over the small bits of wire fitter in 5.  A length of wire now connects the 2 catches together.
Bogies
7/   Drill out the axle boxes to clear your choice of bearings, and fit. Place wheels into bearings then attach sides to bogie bolster.
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8/ Attach end stretchers, then attach handbrake wheels.
 Note 2 different type of stretcher, the ones with indicator
 plates go at the handbrake-outer end. (see photo)
Livery

These wagons were built in stainless steel and were left unpainted, except buffers and bogies which are black and the flask hood which is rail white. Over the years the body has weathered to a brown colour.
